The thesis booklet shall include the following chapters: 
 
 
Research history 
 
Description of the topic, literature review, reference to the research site background (e.g. a link to previous results on the topic or to a previous thesis, if any). 
 
Objectives 
 
Description, significance and relevance of the problem to be solved. 
 
Analytical methods (optional) 
 
The methods used: e.g. techniques used for experiments or mathematical calculations. 
 
New scientific findings 
 
Concrete scientific results, summarised in thesis statements. In the thesis statements, reference should be made to relevant own publications. One thesis statement may be used as reference to several own publications or thesis statements may be included without a reference. If there are references to foreign authors, they should be cited by [name, year], while own publications related to the thesis statements should be cited by serial number. 
 
Application of the results (optional) 
 
List of literature references (optional) 
 
References to foreign authors by [name, year]. 
 
Scientific publications related to the thesis statements 
 
Numbered list, with authors, title and place of publication. Only publications that are referenced in the thesis statements can be included in the list. A co-author’s waiver must be obtained for publications on this list. The list may also include unpublished works, but only those for which the candidate has provided proof of acceptance should be taken into account for meeting the formal requirements. 
 
Additional scientific publications (optional) 
 
List of additional own publications, numbered consecutively.
